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The Texas Bar Foundation provided 

funding to the Supreme Court of Texas to 

create the Local Rules Website Initiative. 

In an effort to create consistency and a 

“one-stop-shop” for local rules, the Office 

of the Court Administration has set forth 

scanning all local-rules approval orders 

since 1984, when Texas Rule of Civil 

Procedure 3a first required Supreme Court 

approval of local rules and administrative 

orders dating to 1990. This website is the 

first of its kind for one-stop viewing of all 

local rules for the state courts.
